Gini Coefficient
One common way of measuring distribution of income in a population is the Gini Coefficient, named
after the Italian statistician who developed it in 1912. The values of the Gini Coefficient range from O to
1, where 0 represents the situation where everyanghe population has exactly the same income, and

1 represents the situation where only one person in the population has all of the income. Therefore, the
higher the Gini Coefficient, the more income inequality there is in the population. People wiio live
places with higher levels of income inequality tend to have higher rates of poor health and social

outcomes.

REPORTING ON EDCI VULNERABILITY

Vulnerability on the Five EDI Scales
The percentage of children vulnerable on each of the five scales of the EDI are measured and reported as vulnerahbility rates.
Vulnerable on One or More Scales
Wulnerable on One or More Scales is a summary measure that reports the percentage of children who are vulnerable on at

least one or more of the five scales of the EDI. Children represented by this measure may be vulnerable on only one scale or

may be experiencing vulnerabilities on two, three, four or all five scales of the EDI.

HOW DOES THE EDI MEASURE
CHILDHOOD VULMNERABILITY?

Data gathered from the EDI are used

to report on childhood vulnerability
rates. The data illustrate trends in
vulnerability over time. Through data
analyses and mapping, it also bacomes
possible to examine regional differences
in child vulnerability at multiple
geographical levels from a broad
provincial snapshot to community and
neighbourhood analyses.

Vulnerable children are those who,
without additional support and care,

are more likely to experience challenges
in their schoaol years and beyond.
Vulnerability is assessed for each of the
five EDI scales. Children whose scoras
fall below the vulnerability cut-off on

a particular ED| scale are said to be
vulnerable in that area of development.
